Rev. John Fred Huxall, Sr., age 84 of Lexington, went home to be with his
Lord on Sunday, February 17, 2013. John was born at home in Miami, OK on
April 6, 1928. He was the youngest of 13 children born to Fred William Huxall
and Laveda (Leach) Huxall. John grew up during the depression and stayed
at home on the farm to help his dad until he was 22 years old. At the age of 22
he got saved at the First Christian Church in Miami, OK.

Over the next 10 years, John traveled coast to coast helping in tent revivals
with the Evangelistic Ministries of Bud Chambers and Bob Jones.
